Staff and trained volunteers are scattered about a main quad, peacefully discussing one of the most
contentious issues of our day.

This September I spoke with a Math professor at Colorado State University. He grew up in China
and argued that abortion is necessary in overpopulated areas of the world. We found common
ground in that neither of us thinks infanticide is a legitimate solution to overpopulation. So I asked
why, if overpopulation couldn’t justify killing infants, it could justify killing unborn children. He said
it depends on when human life begins, so we discussed the biology behind this. He left with the
JFA exhibit brochure in hand, committed to educating others about what he’d just learned!

This is just one of many such conversations I had this year as a volunteer with JFFA. As you can
imagine, I’'m looking forward to joining Justice For All’s full-time staff. As soon as I raise the last
$1,200 in monthly pledges, I'll move to Wichita, KS and begin my work. Thank you to everyone who
has already offered their financial support!
