B. It is our policy to house men from our team separate from the females. We do not place our
male staff in the homes of single/widowed women nor our female staff in the homes of single/
widowed men.

C. If host home could provide a light breakfast, that would be great! (Guests will leave each morn-
ing in time to arrive on campus by 7 a.m.) Dinners and lunches are provided for our team as a
group.
